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Case study questions

These questions cover the key information we need to write up your 10:10 case study. Bullet points are OK if you’re pushed for time, and feel free to skip anything that doesn’t apply to you.
The idea of these case studies is to inspire people and demonstrate what’s possible, so concentrate on telling your story – the more personal/anecdotal, the better!
1. Had you already tried to reduce your emissions, or were you starting from scratch?

It’s fine either way: we like to have a mixture of newcomers and carbon-cutting veterans.

2. Did you go to a lot of effort to measure your emissions?

Did you get a professional audit? Did you have to start tracking something for the first time?
3. What did you do to cut your carbon in your first 10:10 action year?
Start with the four key areas of the 10:10 methodology: electricity, on-site fossil fuel usage, mileage from owned vehicles, and air travel. What was it like to live and work with these changes?
4. Did these changes save you money? What will you spend it on?

If you made any investments, what is the payback period? How did you secure the funding?

5. Did you focus on internal/external engagement? How did it go?
This can be anything from a 10:10 sticker in your window to rewarding car-sharers with cheesecake!
6. What were the main difficulties you faced?

While we like to celebrate the benefits of cutting carbon, we think it’s important to talk about the challenges and setbacks as well. Being ambitious means not always getting it right first time, and that’s ok!

7. What could have been done to make it easier to reduce your emissions?

By highlighting the most common barriers to progress, we can make sure your experience helps bring about positive changes to local, national and international climate policy.
8. Are you going to try for further carbon cuts this year? How will you do it?

Your first 10:10 action year was a great success: what’s the next step? If you’re not planning further carbon cuts, what kind of advice/support/policy changes would you need to help you go further?
